So far, Daly International has just looked inside the spire, and told us what
they would do if they could. Next, they would need to apply and to get plan-
ning permission, but that can only be refused on limited grounds. Then they
would need to get a Faculty, and to get that they would need the approval of
Church Council, of the Diocesan Advisory Committee for the Care of Church
(DAC), and of the chief legal officer of the Bishop, the Chancellor of the Dio-
cese.

Like almost all church councils ours needs more income, and that would be
taken into account, as would be facts about dangers (and benefits) and local
opinion. The DAC would have no interest in the income, but would for in-
stance ensure that there would never be any sign of the mast on the outside
the spire. And the Chancellor always gives good opportunity for anyone to
have their say direct to him before he reaches the final decision on a Faculty
The process will not be hurried.
