Correspondence has been received on the proposed windfarm at 

Brixworth. The CPRE give some details on windfarms:   

ôThe standard for new proposals seems to be turbines 125 metres 
high to the tip, with 45 metre long blades-as tall as a 40 storey build-

ing with something 1½ times the wingspan of a Jumbo Jet turning at 
the top.  Northamptonshire has one of the lowest wind speeds in 

Britain.  The Burton Wold wind farm only generates just over one 
fifth of its theoretical maximum output- a level of output that even 

wind power specialists say does not make sense. The Government is 
well aware of our poor wind speeds and has set correspondingly low 

wind energy targets for the county.õ
