The Poppy Appeal runs from Saturday 25th October to Monday 

10th November. Last year Guilsborough, Hollowell and 

Thornby raised over £900 towards the national total of 

over £30 million from the Church services and the local 

collecting boxes.

ANNUAL REPORT 2007 ð 2008 
 

The first meeting was held in April 2007, when seven patients at-

tended. They had been invited by the practice to consider forming a 

Patient Group.  A Steering Committee was formed  with John 

Brooks nominated as Chairman, Julie Cooper as Vice Chair, Barbara 

Hogg as Secretary and Margaret Kilgour as Treasurer plus Commit-

tee Members.  Kathryn Baines the Practice Manager was invited to 

attend the Committee Meetings.   

 

The Group joined the National Association of Patient Participation 

(NAPP), as an affiliated member.  The Association provided useful 

guidelines for setting up the group and gave us an insight into the 

workings of existing groups. A Mission Statement and Constitution 

were developed and a bank account opened.  The Practice gave the 

group an initial donation of £100. 

 

John and Barbara met with all the Surgery staff to discuss the objec-

tives for the Group and to ensure that the Surgery had a full under-

standing of the Groupõs role within the Surgery. 

 

The first task was to make patients aware that the Group existed. 

A Notice Board in the waiting area provided the group with the 

opportunity to publicise its work. It was decided to raise awareness 

of different aspects of healthcare by having a display of information 

which would be changed every two months.  Leaflets were printed 

and a website was established which was accessed through the 

ôVillage Linkõ site. 

 

In May 07 the group had an information stand at the Village organisa-

tions Event held in Guilsborough Village Hall. 

A member of the King Edwards Road Surgery Patient Group was 

invited to speak at the meeting in June.  This group has been estab-

lished since 1991 and we heard about how they support patients and 

the work of their surgery. 

 

Producing an information leaflet for Carers was the first project 

undertaken by the group.  This was successfully launched at a òMince 

Pie and Coffee Morningó at the surgery in December.  A number of 

carers attended, including a group of young carers from Guilsbor-

ough School. Copies of the leaflet were distributed to patients 

through the Village Link newsletter. 

 

Work continues, to look at the possibility of providing a Community 

Car Scheme.  The practice identified that some patients found it 

difficult to arrange transport to appointments at short notice.  A 

questionnaire has been placed in the Village Link to gauge the need 

for this service and to find volunteers drivers. 

 

Progress is being made to set up a ôTai Chi for Health and Wellbeingõ 

class.  Funding is being sought to run the classes, after a good re-

sponse to two taster sessions held in April. This activity would fulfil 

one of the aims of the group which is to encourage a spirit of self 

help and support amongst patients to improve their health and well 

being. 

 

Revenue has been generated though sponsorship of the Coffee 

Morning by pharmaceutical companies, the Surgery annual raffle and a 

Pub Quiz planned for June 2008. 

 

The first year of GSPPG has seen the group establishing itself and 

making its presence known. It is hoped that we can continue to fulfil 

our mission of improving communication between staff, patients and 

carers and help shape the future policies and direction of Guilsbor-

ough Practice.
