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CREATON NEWS  
In November pupils from Great Creaton Primary School visited our partner school in Hannover, Germany 

and completed a Joint Curriculum Project. This entailed producing work for a calendar that was printed in 
Northampton and represents work from pupils of both schools. We still have a few calendars left and 
people can purchase these for £2.00 from the school. 
 
The school continues to grow and now is oversubscribed in all but two years and is over the schools 
standard numbers. 
 
The school has been selected to take part in a project in Northamptonshire called Community Cohesion 
ï this involves linking our school with another one in Northamptonshire ï Braybrook Primary ï to enable 
pupils from both schools to develop a better understanding of how schools differ across the County.

The Parish Council has been discussing the skateboard which has finally come to the end of 
its life. The Council on behalf of the village has spent £4,435.91 on repairs to it since 2000, but 
it will not be possible to repair it again, in fact it could be removed at short notice if we are 
advised to do so after a safety check.   The estimated cost of a new concrete skateboard, 
which could not be vandalised in the same way as a wooden one, saving the endless repairs, 

is in the region of £25,000. 

The Council would welcome comments and suggestions from parishioners-young and old-on 
the replacement of the old skateboard either by a new one or by another piece of play equip-
ment.

Guilsborough Pre-School Group: the Council made a donation of £750 towards the 
cost of a disabled toilet. 

Zebra crossing: The Council had confirmed, that having listened to the feedback in 
the village, a zebra crossing to the surgery on the West Haddon Road was not wanted. 
It was to be investigated whether the £40,000 set aside by the surgery for safety is-
sues when planning permission was granted could be used elsewhere in the village.  

The cob barn shutters will be repaired, the brickwork repointed and the paintwork re 
done when the weather permits. The seat at the bottom of Nortoft had been repainted. 

Precept 2009: the Council agreed to request the same amount as the last financial 
year, so there will be NO increase in Council Tax for Guilsborough  

as far as the Parish Council part is concerned. 

Guilsborough School: Pam Townsend had been meeting regularly with members of 
the 6th form to establish a link, and create a better understanding between the school 
and village, a member of the 6th form was welcomed to the November meeting.  The 
students will be preparing a survey which they will then circulate round the village. 
Everybody is encouraged to support the school by completing this survey when it ar-
rives and returning it via the collecting boxes as requested.
