Just a few lines to update you on some recent 

events in and around Guilsborough. 

Last years crime figures which ends on  31st 

April 2009 shows a total of 30 crimes which is a 

slight increase on last year but about the aver-

age. 

Because we enjoy living in a low crime area 

we tend to be a little lax about security and 

when criminals do strike they tend to find their 

job far too easy. I am on a constant mission 

telling vehicle owners to take the keys out of 

the ignition when they park and not to leave 

valuables on display. 

You may have heard that on the night of the 

4/5th May we had a series of crimes in Nortoft 

when a total of 5 sheds and vans were broken 

into. On the same night we had 3 similar inci-

dents in Naseby. In each case power tools and 

petrol powered garden machines were taken. At 

this time of year we see an upsurge in this type 

of crime so, please take extra security measures 

where you can and think about alarming your 

shed.  We have also had two costly business 

break-ins at Yorks studios on the Cold Ashby 

road and although we had good early warnings 

from one of our local farm watch team, the of-

fenders used the remoteness of the location to 

make good their escape. 

I am on regular patrols in and around the vil-

lage but rely upon local residents to inform us 

when they see anything suspicious. Never be 

afraid to call. Leave me, or the team, a message 

on our Rural North web page if you have Inter-

net access. Alternatively, I regularly call in Sea-

tons, Tracyõs, both schools and the surgery, so 

you can always leave me a message there. 

Lastly, a big thanks you to all of those who I 

come across on a day to day basis for making my 

job a pleasure.
