Parish Council News

Guilsborough Green

The buildings on the Green have had the shutters mended, the
brickwork repointed and the doors repainted (in a new soft col-
our recommended by English Heritage). While preparing the
woodwork prior to painting it Richard Furnell made a very inter-
esting discovery. Under the old paintwork on the beam over the
door of the end building (originally the bier house) he could just
decipher some words, and with careful rubbing down he found
them to be *Diamond Jubilee Building 1897'. These words must
have been simply painted over many times since then.

While searching in the Parish Council Minutes at the Northamp-
ton Records Office during the registration of the Green the fol-
lowing extracts had been recorded, they now add interest to this
discovery.

FEBRUARY 7" 1898: Mr Harrison as representative of the Jubi-
lee Committee proposed the Parish Council should give consent
to allow a suitable erection for storing a Bier to be built on the
Village Green. Mr.S.Brown seconded and it was agreed to.

AUGUST 15™ 1898: Mr.Brunner as secretary of the Jubilee
Celebrations committee stated he was instructed to offer the
possession of the new building annexed to the Fire Station
house on the Green to the Parish Council the said building being
complete and free of debt. Mr.Harrison proposed and
Mr.Emerton seconded the said building be accepted, carried.

NOVEMBER 14™ 1898: Mr.A.J.Brown proposed that 2 mem-
bers of the Council wait upon the secretary of the Jubilee com-
mittee for the key of the building on the Green. This was sec-
onded by Mr.Eady and carried. Messrs. Harrison and Emerton
being appointed were asked to report to the next meeting.

NOVEMBER 24™ 1898: Mr.H.P.Harrison reported that
Mr.Emerton and himself had waited on Mr Lyne for the key of
the Bier house but that he refused to give up possession of it.
Mr. Lyne stated that eleven shillings was due to him on account
of Bier house and that he refused to give up the key till that was
paid.

There were no further entries to tell us what happened after this
so we can only imagine that the eleven shillings were paid and
that keys handed over!

The Coal Barn (the thatchedbuilding on the Green)

Further research at the Records Office came up with the follow-
ing receipt: 'Ninth March 1826: Receivd of Mr Sharp Oversear
the sum of Forty six pounds four shillings & 6d as per bill deliv-
ered for building the new Coal House for the Parish of Guilsbro
and Nortoft. Richard Reeve'
