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Guilsborough residents have discovered that a 

planning application to build 5 wind turbines at 

Watford Lodge Farm would involve abnormal 

loads travelling through Guilsborough village. The 

application, which has been lodged with Daventry 

District Council (ref DA/2009/0620), specifies the 

transport route and explains why this is the only 

viable route for the traffic to take. The worry for 

residents is the weight and dimensions of the 

loads (117 tonnes each, measuring 5m wide x 5m 

high x 30m long) which are considered unsuitable 

for a number of canal bridges and the bridge over 

the M1 motorway at Watford Gap services. So 

how will our own village roads, drains and adjoin-

ing buildings cope? The application states that 

construction is estimated to take 6-9 months, and 

45 abnormal loads would pass through the village. The parish council has objected to the 

application. Residents interested in finding out more about the application can find details at 

Daventry District Council.

850g deep yellow 
pumpkin or squash 
whole or 1 large 
slice with the skin

1L chicken stock  
150g butter at room temperature  
1 medium red onion peeled and very finely 
chopped  
300g risotto rice  
75ml extra dry white vermouth  
175g parmesan freshly grated  
 
Preheat the oven to 220 C/425 F/Gas 7.  
Remove the seeds and fibre from the centre of the 
pumpkin and cut the flesh and skin into large 
chunks.  
Place skin side down on a baking tray brushed 
with a little olive oil season with salt and pepper 
and scatter over the herbs and the garlic.  
Pour over 3 tablespoons of oil cover with foil and 
bake until soft about 50 minutes.  
The pumpkin is ready when it has shrivelled and 
begun to brown at the edges.  
Remove from the oven allow to cool then scrape 
the flesh from the skins and reserve with the 
juices.  
Heat the chicken stock and check for seasoning  
Melt 75g of the butter and the remaining olive oil 
in a large heavy bottomed frying pan and gently 
fry the onion until soft about 1520 minutes.  
Add the rice and off the heat stir until the rice be-
comes totally coated this takes only a minute.  
Return to the heat add 2 or so ladlefuls of hot 
stock or just enough to cover the rice and simmer 
stirring until the rice has absorbed nearly all the 
liquid  
Continue to add more stock as the previous addi-
tion is absorbed. After about 1520 minutes nearly 
all the stock will have been absorbed by the rice; 
each grain will have a creamy coating but will re-
main al dente.  
Add the remaining butter in small pieces the 
pumpkin the vermouth and parmesan being care-
ful not to overstir.  
Serve immediately.
