Have you marked all your valuables with

Book swap benches? 
My daughter came home from school with an 
idea.

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Parish CouncilñWind Farms 
On 10th and 11th November Eon staged an exhibition on the pro-

posed windfarm between Cold Ashby and Winwick. On being 
questioned on the construction of the windfarm they said that the 

route through Guilsborough seemed to be the obvious one to be 
used for the abnormal (47m long) loads, and they had not decided 

which route might be chosen for all the other construction traffic 
needed to build the access roads, control building and turbines, and 

lay the necessary cables. One can imagine the heavy earth moving 
vehicles, concrete lorries and general deliveries to and from the 

site. This would seem to make mockery of having a 7.5t weight 
limit through our village for environmental reasons.  The abnormal 

loads alone would consist of 45 return journeys and if the pro-
posed windfarm at Watford was agreed it appears that the same 

route would be taken for their abnormal loads making a total of 
some 180 journeys.  Apparently they can overcome all obstacles 

such as moving street furniture and of course no cars could be 
parked in Nortoft or the West Haddon road during the exercise.  

One imagines that traffic would be delayed or re routed whether 
to the school, surgery, shop or whatever, and on voicing our con-
cern with regard to the fire engine it was even suggested that it 

could be parked elsewhere in case it was called out and could not 
use Nortoft. 

There would appear to be no input from the Northamptonshire 
County Council on how windfarms should be planned for the 

county and this area could have them sprouting up like a forest-
Lilbourne, Yelvertoft, Winwick, Watford, Kelmarsh-constructed by 

different developers in an area of the lowest wind resources in the 
UK.
